BREAD OF LIFE BIBLE LESSONS
CHRIST IN THE BIBLE

The series of Bible lessons called, "Christ in the Bible" is a one-year study of the Old Testament
prophecies which are applied directly to Christ in the New Testament. In this current quarter, the study
continues with primary emphasis on the prophecies of Isaiah.

Seven of the thirteen lessons are taken from Isaiah's rich prophecy and might be appropriately sub-
titled, "Christ in Isaiah". Isaiah, like no other prophet, had a great insight into the many glories of the
Messiah's reign. The second half of his book, chapters 40-66, are like a New Testament book.

Following the first lesson on Christ the Servant, there are three lessons taken from Isaiah 53. This
chapter has been rightfully called the "atonement" chapter. Each of these lessons shows a different aspect of
Christ's atonement and they each build on the previous lesson. Similarly, the next two lessons on "Christ and
His Children" (Isa. 54) and "Christ and the Sure Mercies" (Isa. 55) build on the previous three lessons from
Isaiah 53.

Jeremiah's great prophecy concerning the provisions of the New Covenant are covered next. This is
followed by three lessons from Ezekiel, Hosea and Jonah, each of which brings out an important aspect of
Christ's ministry.

The prophecy from Joel concerning the Holy Spirit is covered next followed by a lesson on "Christ and
His Childhood" taken from several Old Testament prophecies.

The importance of these lessons is seen in that Christ upbraided His disciples for not knowing what the
prophets had said of Him (see Lu. 24:25-27). All of the Bible testifies of Him (John 5:39) and we ought to be
well-versed in all the Scriptures.
